On September 19, 2005, Dr. Robinson requested the following information regarding agenda item CC6 Consultant Contract for The International Center for Leadership in Education: 
Question:     Last year, I believe that I asked when we would stop renewing this contract. In other words, when will we have the capacity to do this work in-house?

Response:    By the end of this school year, designated teachers and staff will be trained on how to create and implement Small Learning Communities in Career Academy High Schools. The past two years have set the groundwork for successful Career Academy programs including: integration of Academic and Career Education curriculums with Rigor and Relevance; and re-structuring schools for Small Learning Communities. This year will be the implementation phase in the 80 Career Academy programs, with Small Learning Community (SLC) teams from each High School, attending training in integration of curriculum and evaluating and sustaining programs. The principals have been asked to identify SLC teams at each High School, who will attend district training. As school-based leaders, they will bring this information back to their schools and continue training with their respective High School staffs. The SLC teams include Career Education and Academic teachers, ESE/ESOL teachers, Guidance Counselors, and Choice Coordinators. 
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
