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Green Schools Workshop

The School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, met in the Winona Webb Jordan Board Chambers, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, West Palm Beach, Florida, on August 31, 2005, at 4:45 p.m.  Board Members present were Chairman Thomas Lynch, Vice Chairman William Graham, Monroe Benaim, Paulette Burdick, Mark Hansen, Sandra Richmond and Debra Robinson. Commissioning; Minimum Energy Performance; Construction Waste Management; Recycled Content; Materials/System Selections; Regional Materials; Construction IAQ Management Plan; Low-Emitting Materials; Indoor Chemical & Pollutant Source Control; Green Standard Levels and Average Green Cost Premium; Financial Benefits of Green Buildings; Reduced Energy Use in Green Buildings Versus Conventional Buildings; Potential Productivity Gains from Improved Indoor Environments; What Long Term Value can be Gained?; Percentage Breakdown of Green Building Financial Benefits; and Internet Sources for Funding Programs.

Board Members discussed the following topics: board input; air conditioning issues; land use; building height; tilt wall; cost to change out in existing schools.
