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Final Budget Adoption 

September 14, 2005

The School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, met in the Winona Webb Jordan Board Chambers, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, West Palm Beach, Florida, on September 14, 2005, at 5:05 p.m.  Board Members present were Chairman Tom Lynch, Vice Chairman William Graham, Paulette Burdick, Mark Hansen, Sandra Richmond and Debra Robinson.  Board Member Monroe Benaim was unable to attend.  Also present were Superintendent Art Johnson, Chief Academic Officer Ann Killets, Chief Operating Officer Joe Moore, Chief Counsel to the School Board JulieAnn Rico-Allison  and Chief Officer of Administration Gerald Williams.

Public Comments: Maurizio Gramigni 

Mike Burke, Budget Director, presented Board Members with an Overview of School Taxes and highlighted the following areas: Comparison of Palm Beach County Gross Taxable Value; Comparison of 2004-2005 to 2005-2006 Millage and Rolled Back Rate; Comparison of Homeowner Property Taxes Tax Year 2004 to 2005; and Millage Rates and Homeowner Property Taxes Five Year History.

Mr. Burke continued with an Overview of the District Budget and summarized the following topics: Budget Highlights; Comparison of Budget - All Funds 2004-2005 to 2005-2006; General Fund Budget Tentative 2005-2006 Revenue; General Fund Budget Tentative 2005-2006 Appropriations; Schools by Object; Schools by Level; General Fund Budget Fund Balance & Contingency Reserve;  and Budget Outlook.

Board Members exchanged extensive dialogue regarding charter school allocations.

For the Record: Mr. Lynch questioned the District’s financial impact on Hurricanes Frances and Jeanne.  Mr. Burke responded that $24 million was spent and $18 million has been reimbursed.

For the Record: Due to the absence of Dr. Benaim, a unanimous vote will reflect a vote of 6/0.

Motion to Adopt the Resolution Determining Revenues and Millages Levied for FY2006: On motion of Graham/Hansen, the Board unanimously approved to adopt the Resolution determining revenues and millages levied for FY2006.

Motion to Adopt the Final District Summary Budget in the Amount of $2,881,043,607 for FY2006: On motion of Graham/Hansen, the Board unanimously approved to adopt the final district summary budget in the amount of $2,881,043,607 for FY2006.
