Addendum to the Contract between

The School Board of Palm Beach County 

and 

WHLS of Florida, LLC   
This is an Addendum to the Contract entered on May 11, 2005, and is dated December 14, 2005, by and between the School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, hereinafter referred to as the "School District" and White Hat Life Skills of Florida, LLC hereinafter referred to as the “Contractor”.

Whereas, the School District is a caring assembly of schools which continuously strives to improve the lives of the students within its geographical borders and its community as a whole; and,

Whereas, the Contractor is a corporation whose corporate office is located at 1100 Key Building, 159 South Main Street, Akron, Ohio 44308; and, 

Whereas, the School District is aware of the increasing problem of over-aged middle school children who have been retained more than one time, and who are not proficient in reading, in its community dropping out of school and not receiving an education which is vital to their success in life; and,

Whereas, the School District has become aware of a unique corporation which endeavors to reach out to students who are at risk of dropping out of school, and provide those individuals with a competency-based middle school education, career development training and other life skills which are necessary to commence and live a successful and rewarding life; and,

Whereas, the School District desires to add the 9th Grade Acceleration Model to the School District’s already existing educational offerings and do so in a manner that is cost effective to the School District; and

Whereas, the Contractor has developed the 9th Grade Acceleration Model, and

Whereas, the School District desires the Contractor to provide such management, educational, financial and other consulting services necessary to form and operate two 9th Grade Acceleration Models for students who meet the above criteria and believe that the Contractor agrees to offer a quality program, within its School District; and,

Whereas, the Board is desirous of financially contracting with White Hat Life Skills of Florida, LLC to operate two (2) 9th Grade Acceleration Model programs serving 200 middle school students within two district middle schools.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual representations, terms, and covenants hereinafter set forth, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Term

 
The term of this Agreement shall be from January 9, 2006 through June 30, 2006.  If any provisions of this agreement are found to be in violation of local, state, or federal rule, law or regulation, this agreement shall be changed to comply with such law, rule or regulation.

2.  Payment 


The School District shall pay a monthly fee to the Contractor for students served in the middle school program.  Monthly payments will be based on 100 students per site for a total amount of 200 students.  The School District will pay the Contractor $1,490 per student for the educational program from January 2006 through June 2006.  The maximum capacity of the program will be 200 students.
3. Mission and Purpose

The Contractor and School District agree that the following statement (herein referred to as the "Statement of Mission and Purpose") reflects the overall principles and philosophy upon which the Educational Model is being developed and that all services to be provided and all obligations of the parties hereunder are to be in accordance with these overriding principles:

a.
The Educational Model has been developed upon a philosophy of recognizing each student as an individual. The educational program, goals and objectives, and methods of accountability toward the objectives, must be set according to the situation of each individual student. Each student must be offered the opportunity to learn at his/her own pace, but at the same time recognizing that he/she must reach certain milestones in each educational calendar year that support the School District’s learning requirements. As such, the School must provide several parameters for this type of dropout prevention program to work and be successful: (1) The Educational Program will provide two (2) classes each offering two (2) sessions of four (4) hours each, with twenty-five (25) students enrolled in each session; and (2) the Educational Program will not award credits based upon Carnegie Units but rather will allow students to progress through competency-based coursework and demonstrate mastery of the middle school standards as outlined in the School District of Palm Beach County Student Progression Plan.

4. Additional Responsibilities of the Parties:


The Contractor shall provide two (2) 9th Grade Acceleration Programs in Palm Beach County, a program of education, training and related services for at-risk over-aged middle school students in grades 6-8. These students include, but are not necessarily limited to:

a. Students who are over-aged middle school students;

b. Students who have been retained at least once in grades kindergarten (K) through eight (8).

c. Students who performed at Level I on FCAT and who may require an alternative approach to remediation of weak skill areas; 
d. Students who may suffer emotional distress/social issues and discipline problems within traditional school environments;

5. The Contractor agrees to achieve the following objectives relative to the 9th Grade Acceleration Program by June 2006:

a. The percent of “9th Grade Acceleration Program” students demonstrating mastery of the middle school standards and progressing from grade to grade within the school year will be significantly higher than students within a control group.

b. The percent of “9th Grade Acceleration Program” students promoted to the 9th Grade will be significantly higher than students within a control group.

6. The Contractor shall:

a. Provide sufficient staff/teachers holding middle school teacher certificates to cover the required courses.  Specifically, the teachers must have valid Florida Certificates and/or be eligible per the certificate to teach regular course(s) in alternative education, have district vocational certification/endorsement if needed, and the appropriate specific certificate when teaching exceptional education students. 

7. 
The School District shall provide:

a.  Provide four (4) computer labs (2 per school).

b. 100 computers (25 per lab).

c. Data drops needed to support 100 computers (25 per lab).

d. Electrical outfitting needed to support 100 computers (25 per lab).  Said property shall remain the property of the School District and shall revert back to the 
e. Since the program is going to be operated in two of the District’s middle school facilities; the District shall be responsible for the maintenance, utilities and the day-to-day operations of each facility.
8. All other provisions outlined in the existing contract between the Parties shall remain in full force and effect.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the Parties hereby execute this Addendum to the Contract entered between them on or before May 11, 2005 and this Addendum is effective on the date last executed by all Parties.
