Dr. Benaim requested the following information regarding agenda items AC-3 – Settlement Agreement and Release and Conversion Contract for Delray Boynton Academy, and AC-4 – Settlement Agreement and Release and Conversion Contract for Riviera Beach Academy:
 

Question:       Why are we not collecting ALL the outstanding debt in equal monthly installments instead of only 40%?  The school district is at risk for the remaining 60% if this school does not have funds to pay back at the end of

the contract.

 

Response:       Riviera Beach- Last year's actual enrollment was approximately 113 students. They would have received funding based upon that enrollment amount. However, due to the recommendation by FLDOE and the Superintendent, they were shut down shortly after opening. In fact, they were physically closed down for approximately one month and when they were allowed to re-open, by Court order, they lost over 70% of their enrollment. Due to the damages suffered by the School because of closure, the Court ordered the District to pay them based upon "projected" enrollment not "actual" enrollment. Realistically, the School could not financially repay the District in one lump sum. Therefore, in an effort to resolve this matter and obtain some of the overages, this formula was proposed and accepted by the parties at mediation.

 

                         Delray-Boynton- Their enrollment for last year was approximately 70 students and they did not shut down despite the action of the School Board to close them down. They only suffered a lost of approximately 13 students; thus their overages are not as significant as Riviera Beach. Both schools attended mediation together so in order to be consistent and fair, the same formula was applied.

 

Question:       Do they not have 6th grade?  There is no information on FCAT data panel for 6th grade.

 

Response:     There are 6th grade students this year.  FCAT data is reported on student groups larger than the enrollment may have been last year.
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
