Dr. Robinson requested the following information regarding agenda item: CS1- Denial of Charter School Application - Dot's Success Academy:
Request:     On the scoring matrix, I don’t see where the applicant's application is evaluated specifically on how the proposed program would fill a void or niche in the District. Where is that evaluated? 

 

Response:   Whereas in the current Charter School Scoring Rubric used to grade Dot’s Success application, the phrases “fill a void or niche in the District” do not appear verbatim, applicants are called to provide evidence of the uniqueness of their programs or target population in the sub-sections listed below: 

 

a) Academic Design; Guiding Principles, Purpose, and Mission; fulfilling optional purposes; target population to be served,      including ages and grade levels; 4 pts earned out of a possibility of 4 pts; 

 

b) Academic Design; Educational Program; instructional methods and distinctive learning techniques;  2 points earned out of a possibility of 2 pts;

 

c) Governance & Management; Recruiting and Marketing Plan; description of steps to reach students representative of racial and socioeconomic diversity in community, including “harder to reach” families; 0 point earned out of a possibility of 2 points.

 

Therefore, with regards to subsections which evaluate the concept of uniqueness (“fill a void or niche in the District”) of program and/or of target students, all applicants have a chance to score 8 points, of which Dot’s Success scored 6.
