Response:   The table below provides an overview of the success of Reading Recovery over the past eight years.  As you can see, the percentage of first grade students reading on grade level by the end of their first grade experience has increased 16% from the first year of implementation (1997-1998) to last year’s implementation (2004-2005).  
 

Data continues to be collected on every child that is tutored in Reading Recovery in the School District of Palm Beach County. Data is collected on every Reading Recovery student at the end of first grade by the National Data Evaluation Center at The Ohio State University and provided to the District in and Excel format.
