Request:    Why would the agency want to get fingerprinting done elsewhere? Are others at the school district allowed to do this?

 

Response:  The private care center personnel are not school district employees or contracted agents of the school district.  

                  They are required to have their employees fingerprinted to receive child care licenses.  

                  The district LEA and speech/language pathologists going into the Child Care Centers to provide the actual services 

                  for the students are fingerprinted by the school district.  

 

 

Request:    How about student observers?

 

Response: There are no student observers at the child care sites.

 

 

Request:    Do certified teachers teach in these programs?

 

Response: The School District obligation is to meet the IEP goals of the students who are attending these child care sites.  

                 These goals are met by certified and/or licensed speech/language pathologists.  Generally, students may receive

                 a maximum of 90 minutes of IEP services for speech/language under this contract.  The remainder of the child’s 

                 day is the responsibility of the Child Care Center. 
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
