The Teacher Leader training prepares qualified educators with a Master’s degree to teach Reading Recovery students, train Reading Recovery teachers, and to operate a Reading Recovery training site with the assistance of a site coordinator.  The training is only available at 24 university training centers in North America and requires a year of intensive, full-time training in residence at the university training center. The training program includes five components:
 

1. A graduate-level curriculum consisting of a clinical practicum, a seminar in theory, and a supervision/leadership practicum. 

2. The daily teaching of four Reading Recovery students. 

3. Field requirements, including observing experienced teacher leaders at work, participating in some aspects of training Reading Recovery teachers, and conducting colleague visits to observe other class members teaching. 

4. Preparation for implementing Reading Recovery at their “home” sites. 

5. Attendance at a number of professional development conferences, institute and meetings. 

 

Teacher Leader training is a postgraduate instruction, provided by trainers of Teacher Leaders at approved university regional training centers.
