Dr. Richmond requested the following information regarding agenda item CLS3-2005-2006 School Improvement Plans:

Request:     Why wouldn't every plan make mention of single school culture?  I thought this is where we were going. 

Response:   All schools' plans contain strategies, professional development, and evaluation methods that are critical elements of the Single School Culture, such as the Learning Team meetings.  Additionally, most schools cite Single School Culture as their school improvement model.  However, some schools may have referenced additional school improvement models, such as the Florida's Continuous Improvement Model (FCIM) or the SACS accreditation school improvement model.  The FCIM and SACS models are closely aligned with the Single School Culture improvement model.  

Dr. Johnson has mandated Single School Culture.  Schools will add on all three parts over time-Academics, Behavior, and Climate.  However, schools may implement the program without placing it in their SIPs.
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
