Mr. Lynch requested the following information regarding agenda item CLS2-2006-2007 INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS ADOPTIONS AND PROGRAM BUDGET: 

Request:     Are we doing the most on line usage that we can? 

Response:   Online usage of district-adopted instructional materials has been increasing steadily since publishers began making their materials available in that format several years ago.  A barrier to student and teacher usage of online material is each publisher's method(s) of obtaining access to the materials.  Typically, teachers are required to register students for online access and issue multiple access codes to students.  In an effort to increase student and teacher usage, staff of the Instructional Materials and Educational Technology Departments are currently working on district adoption standards that will ensure that the online student materials will be available as a link on the Edline portal.  Teachers' materials, including lesson plans, will eventually be accessed through a single sign-on via the Learning Village portal.  Each publisher's agreement to make their materials available in this manner will be a condition of district adoption.
 

The publisher of the new middle school science adoption has agreed to make its online editions available on Edline effective August 2006.  This will greatly increase online access to and usage of the materials.
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
