Request:    Who gets the 90k?  what do we get?  What do they provide the teacher with?

Response:  

 
Who gets the 90k? The $90K is equivalent to 4 teacher’s salaries. The total cost to the District each semester for an AIT teacher is $22,729 X 4 teachers this semester.

Funds are used by FAU to defer costs incurred by the University (hiring master mentors, conducting intensive in-service training prior to teaching:  coordinating a weekly seminar, providing administrative supervision).  

 what do we get? ?  The AIT Program will assist the District’s Glades schools in addressing the shortage by providing highly qualified instruction for students, and will eliminate the use of substitute teachers in vacant positions. After the semester is over, the interns are offered a job at the school site, which reduces the teacher vacancy factor.

 What do they provide the teacher with?  The AIT candidates will participate in an intensive training orientation program on policies and procedures, and any other training necessary for AIT teachers to function independently in their own classrooms.  They will be supervised by an experienced Master Mentor hired by FAU and reviewed by the School District.
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
