Dr. Richmond requested the following information regarding agenda item - Personnel Appointments:

Request:  
Haven't we learned from recent problems to find another word to use than PROMOTION? You are moving a teacher out of the classroom. That is not a promotion.
Response:   
The term "promotion" is utilized as a category for data reporting purposes to indicate that an employee's salary has increased and that the pay grade has changed to a higher level. We periodically report to DOE and to other agencies data associated with personnel transactions, e.g., resignations, terminations, new hires, promotions, etc. If we started using a category named differently from the standard categories utilized by other institutions/agencies/school districts, then it would be very difficult to compare our data against their data. As a result, we have continued to use categories that are universally accepted so that "apples can be compared to apples." However, philosophically, we agree with your assessment - there is no more important or critical position in the District than that of teacher. 
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
