Dr. Robinson requested the following information regarding agenda item Expulsion of Student 05/06-X-077:

Request:     

The mother claims that weapon possession was an attempt to maintain

personal safety when threats were reported to administration and ignored.

How do you determine when this is an excuse and when harassment was taking

place and ignored?

Response:   In regard to our recommended expulsion of the above-mentioned student, the chronology of events that occurred on campus were as follows:

 ·     The dispute between 05/06-X-077 and other students was ongoing for weeks.

·        School police agents, and principal held several conferences with all involved parties and their parents.

·        School staff counseled the students and the parents on appropriate measures for dealing w/ conflict. 
·         Following these meetings, School Police Officer was informed by students that 05/06-X-077 had brought a blade to school and        intended to harm others.

·         School Police Officer immediately called 05/06-X-077 ’s mother who informed us to go ahead and arrest 05/06-X-077  if that was true.  She seemed to support the use of the weapon as well.

·         The mother repeated these sentiments in person in a conference with one of the A.P.’s later that week.

·          Finally, 05/06-X-077  was caught with the razor blade.  She indicated that she intended to use it.  And, it was recommended that she be expelled.
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
