At the May 31st workshop on the Five-Year Capital Plan Board Member Paulette Burdick directed staff to provide the following information:

Request:  Please provide the demographic data for the new Riviera Beach Area HS 02-MMM.

Response:  Attached Table 1 shows projected enrollment and CSR capacity data. New School 02-MMM is anticipated to open in SY2011-12 with students from WT Dwyer High School, Palm Beach Gardens High School and Palm Beach Lakes High School. There will also be programs at Riviera Beach Area HS 02-MMM that will draw out-of-district students from other high schools in the region.  Current plans are to include academies for Medical/Health, Tourism & Hospitality, Information Technology, Marine, and Engineering Technology.

Based on boundary changes alone the estimated students from each high school are as follows:

Two boundary changes from Jupiter High School to WT Dwyer High School are anticipated to balance enrollment and utilize space at Dwyer after the opening of Riviera Beach Area HS 02-MMM.  One change is proposed for implementation in the fall 2007. A second potential change may occur in August 2011. Tremendous unexpected enrollment growth at Jupiter High School following its modernization resulted in urgent need to add 20 relocatable units to Jupiter HS’s campus. These relocatable units make up approximately 500 of the school’s 2700 student capacity.

Current enrollment projections do not include future students from three large-scale residential developments within northern and western county – Exploration Pointe, Scripps and Callery Judge. Taken together at build out, these developments will add over 20,000 residential housing units, as shown in Table 2. Additional impacts on public schools from Scripps development in North County are not fully know at this time. Location of new employees and their families in the region will likely mean additional high school students.

Based upon the proposed housing unit mix, Exploration Pointe will generate about 650 high school students by build out.  This future development lies within Palm Beach Gardens High School’s attendance area. Projections indicate that with changes to Riviera Beach Area HS 02-MMM, Palm Beach Gardens HS would be able to accommodate the future students. 

The Callery Judge project is planned for 10,000 residential units that may generate 700 high school students. The project is planned on a site surrounding Seminole Ridge High School.  Enrollment projections for Seminole Ridge high school show 94% utilization in SY2010-11.  Seminole Ridge cannot accommodate 700 additional students.  One option is to shift students who reside in the eastern portion of Seminole Ridge’s attendance area to the east. Palm Beach Lakes High School has room to accommodate over 400 additional students when Riviera Beach Area HS 02-MMM opens.

The planned Harbor Side redevelopment project in Riviera Beach may also impact high school enrollment.  The plan calls for demolition of existing residential units and construction of 1,800 higher density dwelling units. Staff will continue to coordinate with City of Riviera Beach staff regarding this redevelopment project.
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
