Dr. Robinson requested the following information regarding agenda item Expulsion of Student 05/06-X-112: 

Request:    
When did Excel staff become aware of the 3/8/06 incident at the bus stop? 
Why was she allowed back onto the campus? 

Response:  
The following is the chronological order of the incident:

• The fight involving student X112 transpired on 3/8/06 after school hours and off campus

• Excel staff, in particular Mr. Gordon (Dean) was not made aware of the fight until the morning of 3/9/06. As indicated in both detailed critical incident reports and witness statements several students approached Mr. Gordon to alert him of the prior day incident.

• Mr. Gordon immediately began an investigation to determine the exact location of the alleged fight, those students involved, interviewing and collecting witness statements, and notifying parents of involved students.

• While conducting due process during the morning of 3/9/06 information leading to the discovery of the weapon on campus became available and students involved were detained and subsequently suspended.

 

The fight that took place off campus and after school hours on 3/8/06 was not made aware to school staff until the following day 3/9/06. After being suspended for the weapon on campus the day of 3/9/06 the student was never allowed back onto campus. The student was only allowed to campus on 3/9/06 because we were unaware of the incident on 3/8/06.
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
