On June 26, 2006, Dr. Robinson requested the following information regarding Agenda Item AC21-Consider Approval of the Contract with White Hat of Florida, LLC:

REQUEST:  Isn't high school graduation with a standard diploma one of the goals? 
RESPONSE:  The goal of the program is to graduate students with a standard diploma.  If they are students with a disability and pursuing a special diploma, the goal is to graduate with the special diploma.  There are four "performance measures" or goals in the contract which specifically address the program responsibilities:  student attendance (at 80% by graduation), credits earned (at least 4 credits per student per year), dropout rate (less than 12.5% for students attending the program) and employment or volunteer service (100% at graduation for eligible seniors).
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
