Request #2:  District formula for the # ESOL students/units per resource rm.

 

Response #2:  Budget Services reports that the allocation ratio is 26 to 1, however, ESOL teachers pull students for 50% of the day so a more realistic ESOL elementary class size ratio is 13 to 1.

 

Per the School District’s Charter Waiver for Program Capacity, “Many ESOL students require an intensive program with a lower teacher-pupil ration in a “pull-out” setting.  To meet this student instructional need in some schools will create competing uses for resource rooms with schools whose actual usage or resource rooms is much higher than recognized by the State.”

 

Request #3:  Number of ESOL students at C.O. Taylor

 

Response #3:  The Multicultural Office projects 452 students for their ESOL program this school year.  They do not anticipate any rapid increases in this number.

 

Request #4:  How can we assure that equiptable components of the school are being provided, given the fact that this is the districts first elem school of this size?

 

Response #4: Our Educational Planning Specialists ensure the schools are treated equitably as they prepare the educational specifications for all the schools throughout the District.  They also work with other departments such as Elementary Education to make sure the schools are getting what they need to meet the program requirements.  The educational specifications are reviewed and approved by the principal who has the opportunity to obtain feedback from other administrators and teachers.    

 

Request #5:  Please provide the operating budget staffing formula for elem. schools.

 

Response #5: See attached.  While C.O. Taylor  ES, with a FY 2010 enrollment projection of 1,032 students, would be entitled to 1.5 art teachers, 1.5 music teachers and 1.5 P.E. teachers, schools frequently trade off 1/2 teacher positions so they may opt to have 2 P.E. teachers or only one art teacher, for example.  For that reason staff does not typically recommend building classrooms for 1/2 teacher positions.
