MARCH 30
We will meet at Palm Beach International Airport at 11:00 AM to check in.  At 1:55 PM, we will depart on

FRIDAY
Delta Airlines Flight 634 for Atlanta.  We will arrive in Atlanta at 3:45 PM and transfer to our 8:35 PM Delta Airlines Flight 96 to Edinburgh, Scotland.  Dinner and Breakfast will be served on this flight.

MARCH 31
We will arrive in Edinburgh at 9:45 AM.  After clearing Customs, we will board our Charter Coaches for a

short drive to Glasgow.  In Glasgow, we will check in to our hotel, Radisson SAS Hotel Glasgow, which is located in the City Center.  After Check-in, our Tour Escorts will lead a walking orientation tour of the area.


In the evening, Dinner will be served in the Hotel.

APRIL 1
After a Full Scottish Buffet Breakfast in the hotel, we will begin our Charter Coach tour of Glasgow.  Glasgow

 is considered one of Europe’s most exciting and beautiful destinations, combining the energy and

sophistication of any great international city.  The tour will take in such sights as St. Mungo Museum of Religious Life and Art, Tenement House, Kelvingrove Art Gallery and Glasgow Cathedral.  The Cathedral is one of the only cathedrals to escape destruction during the Scottish Reformation by adapting itself to Protestant worship and is a rare example of an almost complete 13th Century Church.  A visit to the Burrell Collection is a must.  The collection is a unique collection of international works of art bequeathed to Glasgow by Sir William Burrell.  Exhibits include tapestries, paintings and sculptures from the 15th Century.  


Finally, we will visit the famous Princes Square, a shopping area with high-quality shops alongside pleasant cafes and restaurants.  You can have Lunch on your own in this area.  Look particularly for the Scottish Craft Centre, which carries an outstanding collection of work created by some of Scotland’s finest craftspeople. 

Other outstanding shopping areas are Buchanan Galleries and Sauchiehall Shopping Centre.

In the evening, Dinner will be served in the hotel.

APRIL 2
After a Full Scottish Buffet Breakfast in the hotel, we will board our Charter Coaches for a full day excursion to 

MONDAY
the Trossachs and Stirling.  The beautiful Trossachs region is filled with craggy hills and sparkling lochs and

Passover Begins 
is the colorful meeting place of the Lowlands and Highlands.  This region has inspired many writers and was the home of Scotland’s folk hero, Rob Roy.  

In the afternoon, we will travel to the town of Stirling.  After Lunch on your own, we will visit Stirling Castle.  Rising high on a rocky crag, this magnificent castle, which dominated Scottish history for centuries, now remains one of the finest examples of Renaissance architecture in Scotland.  Its history is one of the most famous in the world, in part due to the motion picture “Braveheart.”  Also scheduled is a visit to the Church of The Holy Rude, which was used for the coronation of James VI.  


In the evening, we will return to the hotel of Dinner.

APRIL 3
After a Full Scottish Buffet Breakfast in the hotel, we will board our Charter Coaches for a full day of 

TUESDAY
sightseeing in Edinburgh.  Edinburgh, the ancient capital of Scotland and now home of the new Scottish Parliament, is one of Great Britain’s most beautiful cities.  J.K. Rowling, author of the “Harry Potter” books, moved to Edinburgh, Scotland just as she was beginning to write the first book.  It is said that George Heriot’s School in Edinburgh was the basis for Hogwarts and Victoria Street was her inspiration for Diagon Alley. 


In Edinburgh, we will visit Princes Street, with the Scott Monument, Georgian New Town, Arthur’s Seat, and the medieval Royal Mile and St. Giles Cathedral.  After Lunch on your own, we will visit Edinburgh Castle.  With its mixture of beauty and foreboding, the Castle has dominated Edinburgh since 1085.  We will have an early Dinner at a local Restaurant before we embark on an Edinburgh Ghost Tour.  Our costumed guide will take us underground to observe the grisly past of Edinburgh.  Hear the terrifying true stories unfold as shivers are sent down your spine.


After the Ghost Tour, those who have survived will return to our hotel in Glasgow.

APRIL 4
After a Full Scottish Buffet Breakfast in the hotel, we will board our Charter Coaches for a trip to Rosslyn 
WEDNESDAY
Chapel, a site made famous by The DaVinci Code.   Rosslyn Chapel is an historic medieval church in the hamlet of Rosslyn, on the outskirts of Edinburgh.  The chapel was designed by William Sinclair of the St. Clair family, a Scottish noble family descended from Norman Knights and, according to legend, linked to the Scottish Knights Templar.  The Chapel has been the subject of theory and conjecture concerning its origins and the meanings of its famous stone carvings.  Many of them are among the best of their kind, with symbols relating to the Old Testament, the Knights Templar and Freemasonry.  


In the afternoon, we will travel to Edinburgh.  Here you will be able to have Lunch on your own, shop in the fine stores along the Royal Mile or visit museums.  


In the evening, we will return to our hotel in Glasgow for Dinner.

APRIL 5
After a Full Scottish Buffet Breakfast in the hotel, we will board our Charter Coaches for a full day excursion to

THURSDAY
Scotland’s oldest university town, St. Andrews.  The town’s three main streets and numerous cobblestone alleys (which are full of crooked house fronts, university buildings and medieval churches) converge on the venerable ruins of the 12th Century St. Andrew’s Cathedral.  It was once the largest cathedral in Scotland, but was pillaged for stones to build the town.  Later in the day, we will visit St. Andrews Castle, built for the Bishops of the town in 1200.  It was at the Castle that John Knox’s mentor George Wishart was burned at the stake by Cardinal Beaton, who was murdered soon after as Protestant reformers laid siege to the castle.  


After Lunch on your own, the afternoon is free to explore the town.  Some of the golfers might wish to play a round of golf at the birthplace of golf, The Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews, which was established in 1754.  


In the evening, we will return to our hotel in Glasgow for Dinner. 

APRIL 6
After a Full Scottish Buffet Breakfast in the hotel, we will board our Charter Coaches for an early departure to
FRIDAY
visit Loch Ness and the Highlands.  En route, we will pass Glen Coe, a steep-sided valley on the edge of Loch Leven and have a rest stop at Fort William.  We will continue on our excursion to Drumondrochit, which lies at the head of Urquhart Bay on Loch Ness, where “Nessie,” the Loch Ness Monster resides.  We will visit The Original Loch Ness Monster Visitor Centre and view an exhibition which presents up-to-the-minute facts and evidence from photographs, descriptions and film footage.  


After we try to locate Nessie, we will visit Urquhart Castle, which overlooks Loch Ness.  Urquhart is one of the largest castles in Scotland, with a long and colorful history.  It was built in the 1230’s, seized by the English in 1296, sacked by the MacDonald Lord of the Isles in 1545 and left to decay after 1689.  Most of the existing building date from the 14th Century.


Next, before heading back to Glasgow, we will visit Inverness, a beautiful old town noted for its floral displays.

Upon our departure from Inverness, we will pass by the Cairgerm Mountains and the town of Pitlochry on our way to Dinner at a special restaurant prior to our return to Glasgow.

APRIL 7
After a Full Scottish Buffet Breakfast in the hotel, we will board our Charter Coaches for a return visit to 

SATURDAY
Edinburgh.  Today you will have a chance to explore the city with our Tour Escorts or do some serious shopping.  Lunch is on your own.

In the evening, we will return to our hotel in Glasgow for Dinner.

APRIL 8
After a Full Scottish Buffet Breakfast in the hotel, the day is at leisure in Glasgow.  Our Tour Escorts will be

able to take us to many galleries, which are free of charge on Sunday.  For example, Kelvingrove Park houses

the Kelvingrove Art Gallery and Museum.  It is best known for its 17th Century Dutch and 19th Century French paintings, with works by Degas, Rembrandt, Monet and Botticelli.  Nearby is the Museum of Transport, which displays ship models, a steam locomotive, a tram and a Jackie Stewart’s Formula One racing car.  In the City Centre, you can visit Provand’s Lordship, built as a canon’s house in 1471 and is now Glasgow’s oldest surviving house.  Of course, shopping is available at Princes Square, Buchanan Galleries and Sauchiehall Shopping Centre.

In the evening, we will have a festive Farewell Dinner where you enjoy the ultimate Scottish experience.  We will have traditional Scottish fare, live music and singing and dancing.


When we return to the hotel after Dinner, start packing for our departure on Monday.

APRIL 9
