Actions taken to support the reduction of out-of-field teachers and increase of the number of highly qualified core content teachers:
· Current information on certification and Highly Qualified requirements is disseminated via monthly certification newsletters to teachers and bulletins to principals and district administrators.

· Monthly voluntary sessions are offered from 4:30-5:30 to explain certification requirements, NCLB /HOUSSE information, testing timelines, and how to add subjects to existing certificates. 

· Collaboration meetings held with Palm Beach Community College to provide review sessions for passing the subject area tests.

· HOUSSE option is still available for new ESE, ESOL, and International teachers to meet NCLB Highly Qualified standards.

· Multicultural Department pays for classes for teachers who need ESOL endorsement.
· Gifted classes are offered at nominal fees ($125 per class) for teachers seeking this endorsement.

· ESE Department and Title I offer a scholarship program for teachers to receive a Master’s degree in ESE.  Currently 21 teachers are enrolled in this program.

· Online classes are provided at no charge for teachers seeking Reading Endorsement.  Currently, approximately 300 teachers are participating in these classes.
