On November 16, 2006, Sandra Richmond asked the following question regarding item CLS5-District Accreditation (SACS CASI)

REQUEST:

I understand the savings, but will this accreditation be looked upon as positively by colleges?  Is there more/less for the individual schools to do? 

RESPONSE:

1. Will accreditation be looked upon as positively by colleges?

Response: Yes.  District accreditation benefits students who participate in specific sports programs; apply for federal and state grants and scholarships; or seek admission to military programs, colleges and other post-secondary institutes that require students to come from regionally accredited schools.

Is there more/less for the individual schools to do?

Response:  Schools will have less to do in preparation for the initial District Accreditation visit and each five-year SACS review visit. Individual schools are still expected to complete and submit the online SACS Quality Assurance report each year.
