REQUEST:

Is this the most current information?

RESPONSE:

The information attached to the Board Agenda Item is not the most recent. Attached you will find the updated Survey 2 for FY 07 as well as a Comparison Report of Survey 2 for FY 06 & FY 07. 

You should note that this year we have provided a separate category for the Charter Schools.  We have also separated the ESE Out-of-Field columns into those teachers teaching students with disabilities and those teachers teaching gifted students. This delineation provides a clearer picture of our Out-of-Field and Out-of-Compliance (ESE) numbers.

Additionally, it is important to remember that the ELL (English Language Learners/ESOL) teachers have 6 years from the time they are assigned their first ESOL students to obtain their ESOL Endorsement. Consequently, the number of teachers who are out of compliance (for EEL/ESOL) will always be higher than the Out-of-Field.
