On November 19, 2006, Sandra Richmond asked the following question regarding item AC1-Tenth Amendment with the Health Care District of Palm Beach County

REQUEST:

Please tell me the hourly rate nurses receive in hospitals, and compare this with the hourly rate this would be.  Also, break it down in the daily rate of nurses in hospitals.  Our nurses work 180 days correct?

RESPONSE:

I was able to locate yearly median salaries across the United States:

Median salary for registered nurses:  

· In hospitals = $50,000.00 
· In hospitals in Florida = $47,000.00 
· Health Department in Palm Beach County = $41,582.00 

· For school nurses across the United States = $35,000.00* 
*School nurses work fewer days.

The average, hourly salary from the Health Care District, who hires and oversees our school nurses, is $23.80 per hour without benefits. Each nurse is paid a salary and benefits.  The Health Care District also pays salaries of supervisory and ancillary nurses in order to ensure a successful program at each school. Note the chart of positions for our district:
