Question:
What is a pulper machine?  Does every school have one?  This is for              repair only, not parts?

Response:
A pulper is located in the dishroom area of the kitchen and converts large amounts of paper, styrofoam, plastics and other refuse into a slurry and extracts the solids from the liquids and deposits them into a garbage can.  It reduces the amount of dumpster space required by 50 - 60% which significantly reduces the size and cost of dumpster service and also reduces the amount of refuse sent to landfills.
