On December 6, 2006, Sandra Richmond asked the following question regarding item AC5-Agreement between the SDPBC and Jupiter Medical Center

REQUEST:

What program is this?  How many adult work force development programs do we still have?

RESPONSE:

This agreement is for the Phlebotomy program offered at Palm Springs Community Middle School. The agreement will cover all community school programs, but Palm Springs is the only non-charter community school offering Phlebotomy at this time. Charter schools have made their own agreements for clinicals.

 

All adult education programs are considered Workforce Development programs by the State. Per our agreement with the Community College, the District handles the Adult Education classes, such as English for Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL), Adult Basic Education (ABE) and the GED. The Community College handles all Post-Secondary Adult Vocational (PSAV) classes. The District does not have any PSAV courses. Both the Community College and the District offer Continuing Workforce Education (CWE)  and Industry Services classes, which are under 450 hours of instruction. Phlebotomy is a course that would fall under the 450 hour threshold.
