On February 17, 2007, Debra Robinson asked the following question regarding item AC4-Agreement between the Palm Beach County School District and Florida Atlantic University

REQUEST:

How many AIT candidates does this provide?


Does FAU have the willingness and the capacity to supply AIT candidates to AAA schools on the coast?

RESPONSE:
Currently, there are seven FAU/AIT participants at seven of our AAA schools.  The project was expanded from the AAA schools in the Glades to include ALL AAA schools in the district.

 

Yes, FAU, Dean Aloia, and Dr. Mary Lou Goldberg have made the commitment to supply AIT interested participants with the AAA vacancies for the semester in which the AIT participants are applying to the program.  The AIT participant then contacts the principal(s) of school(s) and interviews for the vacant position.  The principal selects, if he/she so chooses, an AIT participant for his/her school.  After the selection, Dr. Goldberg then assigns a mentor to work with the FAU/AIT participant.  Approximately 15 seminars are held throughout the semester involving the FAU/AIT participants, various speakers, and Dr. Goldberg. The goal is that when the AIT participant successfully completes the program, he/she continues as a day-to-day sub until graduation and then is hired by the principal at the school where he/she was an AIT.
