NCLB established the criteria for teachers of Core Content Academic classes to be highly qualified by June 2006. The Core areas (high quality teacher courses) were defined as Math, Science, Language Arts, Social Studies, art, music, drama, foreign language, elementary education, and reading.  Exceptional education teachers and ESOL teachers must meet the verification requirements in the core academic areas in addition to their ESE or ESOL certification since they are delivering core content instruction to a specific population of students. 
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
