Cum Laude Recognition

For

Meritorious Academic Achievement

Exemplary academic student achievement will be recognized at graduation through a cum laude system rather than identifying a valedictorian and salutatorian.  In order to receive meritorious recognition, students must attend the high school at least three years, two of which must be the junior and senior years.

Cum laude distinction will be awarded to the top 1%, 3% and 5% of the senior class.  This percentage will be based on the students’ rank as determined by the weighted grade point average, or honor point average (HPA) derived from all grades earned in high school credit courses taken through the end of the first semester of twelfth grade.

Categories are as follows:

Cum Laude – students ranked in the top 4% and 5% of the class

Magna Cum Laude – students ranked in the top 2% and 3% of the class

Summa Cum Laude – students ranked in the top 1% of the class
