On , 2007, Debra Robinson asked the following question regarding AC7-Articulation Agreement between School District of Palm Beach County and Xavier University School
REQUEST:
 

This medical school is accredited by which agency or organization? Please provide data on the 3rd and 4th year of medical school placement of their students for each of the past 3 years. 
Please provide internship placement data for each graduating class for the past 3 years. 
 

RESPONSE:
 

Xavier University School of Medicine is accredited by Charter, IMED, and WHO: 
1. Charter:  A charter serves as the official governmental permission for a medical school and its faculty to teach the art and science of medicine and operate in that designated country.  (XUSOM Aruba) is independently chartered by the Government of Aruba of the Dutch Antilles.  (XUSOM Bonaire) is independently chartered by the Government of Bonaire of the Netherlands Antilles.  (XUSOM Panama) is chartered by the Government of Panama to issue the Doctor of Medicine degree and is accredited by the Department of Education of Panama.   

2. IMED:  International Medical Education Directory (IMED) is a division of the United States of America’s Educational Commission for Foreign Medical Graduates (ECFMG). An international medical school is now required to be recognized by IMED in order for their students and graduates to apply and sit for the United States Medical License Examination (USMLE). Previous to the introduction of IMED, a medical school had to be recognized by the World Health Organization (WHO) for these same privileges. IMED listing is also a requirement for medical licensure in certain states, independent of WHO recognition.  XUSOM Aruba, XUSOM Bonaire and XUSOM Panama are all recognized by the ECFMG, and listed in IMED. Students and graduates of XUSOM are eligible to sit for any step of the USMLE, in fulfillment of the ECFMG certification requirements for a U.S. residency.  The XUSOM – IMED listing is also recognized by the Medical Council of Canada (MCC) for certification and eligibility for medical licensure.   

3. World Health Organization (WHO):  A medical school’s recognition and enlistment in the WHO’s World Directory of Medical Schools is still required by certain state medical boards for medical licensure. This enlistment is no longer required for an international medical student or graduate’s participation in the USMLE.  XUSOM has been approved by the WHO and will be listed in the next edition of updates to the WHO’s World Directory of Medical Schools. 

  

The clinical rotation training (used to be called "internships") is done during the 3rd & 4th year of Medical School and is completed in the United States.   The following are all ACGME Accredited participating hospitals where students do their clinical rotations:   
Georgia:  Atlanta Medical Center, Grady Memorial Hospital, Emory Healthcare System (Crawford Long, Wesley Woods Center, Emory University Hospital – 7 Hospitals and several affiliated clinics), East Central Regional Hospital, South Fulton Medical Center, Floyd Medical Center, Northside Hospital, WellStar Kennestone Hospital.
There are additional clinical rotations in Ohio, Chicago, and New Jersey.   
At the present time there are approximately 100 students per class (3rd & 4th year) completing their clinical rotation training in the US from each of the Xavier University Campuses. The school did not have a further breakdown of the data from the last 3 years available for this request as quickly as it was needed.  However, they have had approximately 100 students per class per year.  
Licensure and Practice of Medicine in the United States:  Medical residency training is required of all medical doctors in order to be eligible to apply for medical licensure to practice medicine in the United States. The ECFMG (Educational Commission for the Foreign Medical Graduate) Certification is required of all international medical graduates to be able to start medical residency training in the United States.  The ECFMG recognition enables the graduates of XUSOM to be eligible for ECFMG Certification, and participation in U.S. medical residency training programs.
