On May 15th the following question was received from Board Member Sandra Richmond regarding Board Item CP-6 Amend the CM Agreement for Citrus Cove ES Addition:

Question:  Why the high cost per student station?

Response:  The Board and CORC Members have asked staff to prepare cost information in a variety of ways, and as a result some of the information that is presented may not be completely clear.  The cost per student station is influenced by a number of factors including the amount of site work (ex. water retention, demolition, etc.), off-site improvements (ex. traffic lights, turning lanes, etc.), and non-general classrooms in a project.

A more accurate way of comparing the construction cost of one project to another is looking at the building cost per square foot.  In this case the building cost is $151 per square foot, which is very reasonable in today's construction market.
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
