RESPONSE:

Students interested in attending Eagle Academy must complete an application for recruit admission that includes an essay. They must also participate in a personal interview with Eagle Academy staff to be considered for entry into the program. Students are referred to the program by guidance counselors, administrators, Area Placement Liaisons and word of mouth referral from other recruits and parents. Admission is voluntary and is considered a “self-referral” process requiring no Alternative Education packet to be completed. Criteria for placement are as follows: 

· “At risk" boys and girls ages 13 to 16

· Must be a Palm Beach County resident

· No prior felony conviction (non-adjudicated)
