Why isn’t Poinciana prioritized? 
We are highlighting Poinciana's unique focus.  We recently trained a new SECME Coordinator for the school (Science, Engineering, Communication and Mathematics Enhancement). In the fall, our team will host an engineering design seminar at the school.  The school's website was used for the Math/Science Fair and we are in the process of bringing the Engineering is Elementary Program (EiE) to the school.  Attendance at Pine Jog is at the discretion of the principal.
Shouldn't Roosevelt El be a Pine Jog school since we have discussed placing the MSE program there to feed into Roosevelt Middle? 
Roosevelt has teachers who participated in the Pine Jog Summer Institute (two week-long sessions of professional development).  This year, the school's administrator has expressed an interest in implementing the full program (i.e. becoming a Pine Jog Model School).  The school was also the host for the District’s 2007 SECME Olympiad and will also take part in the EiE Program.
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
